Taking into consideration General Agreement
on Cooperation Ne 08/2-04-P-010-024 dtd
25.11.2010 between  Saint-  Petersburg
University and University of Tromseg, have
signed the following Protocol on Academic
Exchange (hereinafter referred as Protocol)
between Saint-Petersburg University and
University of Tromse.

§1

1.1. The Parties have agreed to carry the
exchange of undergraduates, graduates and
postgraduates  (hereinafter = referred  as
Participants of academic exchange) of the full-
time educational programs in geology and in
oil and gas for field training (hereinafter
referred as Field training) in accordance with
the regulations set in this Protocol.

§2
The Parties agreed the following terms and
conditions for academic exchange:

2.1. Field training is organized according to
Curricula of Saint-Petersburg University and to
Curricula of Department of Geology, Faculty
of Science and Technology of University of
Tromse.

2.2. Field training is carried on the basis of
Saint-Petersburg University Representative
Office in the Autonomous Republic of Crimea,
Ukraine (Bakhchisarai region, Trudoliubovka
township) (hereinafter referred as  Saint-
Petersburg University Representative Office in
Crimea) on the part of Saint-Petersburg
University and field camps situated at Skibotn
and Tromsg cities on the part of University of
Tromse.

By mutual consent, The Parties can change the
location of the Field training. All changes and
additions should be agreed in a written
addendum to the Protocol and signed by the
authorized representatives of each Party.

2.3. The total number of Participants of
academic exchange from each Party shall not
exceed 15 persons within the period 1% of May
till to the 30™ of September each year. The
duration of Field training shall not exceed two
months within the specified period.

In the exceptional cases by mutual consent the
duration of Field training can exceed the term
stipulated in this Protocol.

2.4.  Each Party who provide Participants of
academic exchange (hereinafter referred as
Home party) to the host university (hereinafter
referred as Host party) is responsible for the
initial selection of candidates for academic
exchange (hereinafter referred as Candidates);
however, the Host party may deny admission
to any Candidate not meeting its general
admission criteria.

The Participants of academic exchange will
carry on all compulsory fees of Host party and
should be informed about them by Host party
in advance.

2.7. Participant of academic exchange has to
carry on, at his own expense, travel and
medical insurance for the term of his
participation in academic exchange program.

The participant of academic exchange will
carry on the expenses that arise within
academic exchange program according to the
Protocol terms and conditions in including visa
and transportation expenses of the Participant
of academic exchange of Saint-Petersburg
University to Tromse city and for the
Participant of academic exchange of University
of Tromse to Simferopol city.

In case any additional expenses within the
academic exchange program arise they will be
covered by the Participant of academic
exchange himself or by Home party, or by a
third party if possible.

2.8.  Participant of academic exchange shall
be provided with a medical insurance valid on
the on the territory of the host country during
the whole academic exchange period before
the beginning of the visit, as the hosting Party
not bears responsibility concerning medical
assistance and expenses related thereto.
However, the hosting Party shall guarantee a
special attention to the conditions of medical
assistance, including that provided in case of
accident or under hospitalization, to any
participant of the Academic exchange.

2.9. After completing of Field training
program each Participant of academic
exchange obtains a Certificate from the Host
Party University and will receive credits
according to the Home Party University
Curricula. In case the Certificate can not be
provided for the Participant of academic
exchange personally, it shall be provided to the
Home party within one month after the date of
academic exchange term termination.

2.10. Participant of academic exchange shall
obey the rules of the Host party and the law
and regulations of the host country. Any
infringement of rules and laws can be the
subject to pre-term dismissal of the Participant
of academic exchange by Host party.

2.11. Participants of academic exchange posses
the same rights and privileges as any
graduates, undergraduates and postgraduates of
Host party.
